PM-SYM (Pradhan Mantri Shram Yogi Maandhan) is a voluntary
Government of India-pension scheme for old-age social security for unorganized
workers, offering a minimum assured pension of 23,000 per month after age
60, funded by monthly contributions from eligible workers (18-40 years old,
earning up to 15,000/ month) and matching government funds.

The NPS-Traders contribution is a co-contributory pension scheme
where the trader pays a monthly amount (Rs. 55-Rs. 200, age-dependent) and
the Central Government matches it, providing an assured Rs. 3,000/month
pension after age 60, requiring consistent payments until 60 years of age, with
options to revive if payments lapse.
